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COVID SAFETY AND ORATIONS UPDATE

In response to recommendations from the Centers for Disease Control and our Shelby
County health officials | ate | ast mont h,
guidelines that are now in effect:

Sunday School and Worship

- In adult classes where all or the majority of participants are fully vaccinated, no
masks and no social distancing required for the vaccinated. Those who are
unvaccinated should continue to wear masks and practice safe social distancing.

- In youth and childrenés cl asses, al |
adult leaders, even if they are vaccinated).

- In worship, continue social distancing for all participants in the sanctuary. This
assists in protecting the unvaccinated among us. Those who are fully vaccinated
may choose to sit with others who ar
villagecg) .

- Choir may resume rehearsal and begin singing in worship if all or the majority of
participants are fully vaccinated. Choir members may sit together in the loft
without masks if all are vaccinated.

- In person meetings among committees and other groups may resume if all
participants are fully vaccinated. If there are a small number of participants
who are not vaccinated (one or two), those individuals may attend but should
wear masks and maintain safe social distances.

- Where possible, hybrid meetings will be offered for those who are unable to
attend or are uncomfortable participating in person.

As we continue taking steps toward engaging more of our congregation and
community onsite, we are also continuously developing our online presence and
methods of engagement there.

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UPDATES FROM OUR PRERTIES COMMITTEE

During the first half of this year we have undertaken two major projects in our facilities:
completing the installation of a new fire alarm system throughout the buildings and
upgrades to our wireless technology.

In mid-May the final inspection of the fire alarm was completed and the Memphis Fire
Department has signed off on the certificate for it.

Through the spring, Central Technologies has installed wireless access points for WFi in every
part of our buil dings. When you are in the
network (no password required).

We are also continuing to build our online presence through livestreaming as well as
addressing other facilities needs related to our property: everything from water leaks to
parking lot repairs that we expect to continue through the summer.
